The story of Judah and Tamar is an ugly and disgusting story no
matter how you read it. It is a story of great sinfulness — a story of pride
and lust. And yet, it is included in the Bible. Not only that, Judah,
Tamar, and their son, Perez, are in the lineage of Christ! Out of this ugly
story, God was working to bring about something wonderful!

There are many lessons we can learn from Judah and Tamar. First,
we see that the Bible does not gloss over the sins of its heroes. Whether
it is Noah getting drunk, Abraham telling lies, Moses losing his temper
or David committing adultery — it’s all there in the pages of Scripture.
If the Bible really was written by men and not by God, then the heroes
would be perfectly good. But because the Bible was written by God and
because the stories of the Old Testament are designed to teach us about

faith, we see that even the great heroes of faith stumbled. No one is
perfect but God.

Judah and Tamar also teach us that God is always at work. No matter -
where your life is now, God can do something great with it. Perez was

. born to this illicit union. Because of the twisted nature of
