 Have you noticed that God’s blessings are always available to 
us? God doesn’t ask you to prove that you will use your money wisely 
before He blesses you with a job. He doesn’t cut off your oxygen supply 
just because you don’t take care of the body He gave you. Aren’t you 
thankful that God doesn’t take back all the blessings that we forget to 
thank Him for? God’s blessings are not dependant on our ability to use 
them wisely. He blesses us because He is God. It is His nature to be a 
God of blessings.  
 A minister tells of someone who asked him, “What biblical 
precedent do we have for helping the poor who have no intention of ever 
becoming Christians?” The minister responded with a single word, 
“God.” God does that every day for millions of people, and we are to be 
like Him.  
 There are really two things we need to take away from all this. 
First, we need to recognize all the blessings that God has poured out on 
us. We are blessed not because we are so good but because God is so 
good. We serve a wonderful and loving God who blesses us each and 
every day far more than we could ever hope to deserve. Second, we 
must learn to bless others like God blesses us. Too often we try to
