WANTED!  More Like The Bereans 
 
“Now these were  more noble than those of Thessalonica, in that they 
received the word with all readiness of mind, examining the scriptures 
daily, whether these things were so” (Acts 17:11). 
 

Notice first their Attitude.  Notice that 
the Bereans  had a noble (or fair minded, 
NKJV) attitude. This is evident because 
they were good listeners. I have a number 
of books in my office on how to be a 
good listener so we all recognize the 
difficulty of such, yet the Bereans 
listened to the gospel. They were also 
open minded in that they received the 
gospel with “all readiness of mind.”  We 
should be honest enough to accept the 

truth when we know it is God’s word. Our salvation depends on this 
attitude. 
 
Next, notice the Activity of the Bereans. They examined the scriptures 
daily. This reminds us about the special need for Bible study. We live 
in busy times but we should never be too busy to sit at the feet of the 
King of Kings and Lord of Lords. It is truly thrilling to see the 
emphasis and excitement of daily Bible study that is going on at 
Lomax. We encourage all to keep up this DAILY  Bible study.
