     Whenever there was a sickness, the sheep thief came to care for the ill 
with soup and a soft touch. Whenever there was work to be done, he 
came to lend a helping hand. He lived his life for others. 
     Many years later, a traveler came through the village and saw an old 
man with a strange brand on his forehead and asked someone in town 
what the strange brand on the old man’s forehead stood for.  “I don’t 
know…It happened so long ago….but I think it stands for ‘saint.’”

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 It’s easy to lose focus in this world. There are so many things that 
compete for our attention and every one of them claims to be urgent 
and important.  And yet, if all we do is focus on those things, we can 
forget about our big goals and the most important things. It happens in 
life and it can happen in church, too. As Paul wrote to Timothy, he 
reminded Timothy of what was really important — that Jesus Christ 
came into the world to save sinners. Paul reminded Timothy of the 
exceedingly abundant grace of God and the salvation that is offered in 
Christ. He also reminded Timothy about personal humility.  
 First, Paul wanted Timothy to remember that God is a god of great 
grace. Sometimes we focus on the holiness and justice of God (and He 
is a holy and just God!) to the point that we forget or diminish His 
grace. God’s primary characteristic is His love and His main expression 
of His love for all mankind is the grace that He offers. Sure we must be 
obedient and accept His offer, but that doesn’t mean we deserve it or 
we’ve earned it. Grace is a marvelous gift that God offers 
out of love to each one of us. 
 Second, Paul reminded Timothy that Jesus had one 
mission — to save sinners. Everything else He did was 
designed to support that one main mission. And so it 
should be for the church that wears His name. Everything 
we do must be related to our purpose of spreading the 
gospel and saving sinners. 
 And lastly, Paul reminded Timothy about humility. 
When Paul claimed to be the “chief” of sinners, no doubt 
many of us thought “I don’t know, Paul. I could give you a 
run for your money.” The point is not whether we are 
better or worse than Paul, but that we remember that we all 
start as sinners, and we are all saved by 
grace. May we never forget these truths!
